MyLearning is a hub website hosting learning resources for teachers. Our content is created by arts, cultural and heritage organisations from across England, and everything is free for teachers to use for educational purposes. Our mission is to get the wonderful objects and the stories they hold, out of museum and gallery stores and archives, and into classrooms.
Resources hosted on MyLearning are curriculum linked, and include discussion and activity ideas and supporting media, enabling teachers to create lessons that work best for them, and their pupils. We are a trusted source of information, quality images, oral histories video content, and interactives.

MyLearning has been established over 15 years, and is recommended by The National Lottery Heritage Fund as THE place to host learning resources produced as part of a project's digital legacy. We are Arts Council England funded, managed by Leeds Museums and Galleries, and are a not-for-profit. 


	Q2	How do your clients benefit from working with you and what sets you apart from your competition?

The MyLearning website has been specifically designed for teachers, with features that make it quick and easy for them to find what they need. This means resources are more easily found, be it an image, an activity sheet, or a whole learning story. Teachers are time-poor, so providing them with a hub where they can access hundreds of stories and thousands of images and other resources in one place, and for free, makes it a very attractive offer. 

As a hub, we host learning stories from cultural organisations big and small, national and local. All resources sit side-by-side on the website, gaining equal exposure. With teachers able to search by media type, as well as key stage, subject and theme, there are multiple ways for your resources to be discovered. 

The MyLearning e-newsletter is sent out every half-term, and we use this along with our Twitter feed to showcase new learning stories, and thematically relevant resources that tie in with national events, such as British Science Week, Black History Month and International Women’s Day.





	Q3	What kind of content do you host?

On MyLearning we host content that spans the primary and secondary National Curriculum for England. Each ‘learning story’ contains enough information and detail to enable a non-specialist to feel confident teaching the theme it covers. Learning stories are curriculum linked, come with discussion and activity ideas and high quality images as a minimum. In addition, we can host downloadable documents, audio and video files, 3D objects, interactive images and digital interactives. We do not host lesson plans or schemes of work, rather we provide the resources that teachers need to create lessons that work best for them, and for their students. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]In the last year we have been actively working to improve and broaden our content covering women’s history. We are now extending this focus to include diverse communities, LGBTIQ+ and stories addressing the history of colonialism and empire. We are therefore particularly interested in hearing from organisations who have, or want to develop, content on these themes.

MyLearning has recorded just shy of 900,000 page views over the last six months, representing a 54% increase on the same period last year, with an average dwell time of over two minutes. We know that resources hosted on MyLearning are being found, and once found, they are being used.

It is important to us that we support cultural organisations to develop and publish online learning resources. Teachers are looking for quality learning content to use both in classrooms and through digital formats. While we have kept our fees as low as possible, we recognise that this is a particularly challenging time. We are always open for a friendly conversation to overcome any barriers that may prevent organisations from contributing content to MyLearning, so drop us a line or give us a call!
